Best Journal Article: This award is intended to honor original reseantitles published in
2015 or 2016 in a specialized research journaintdrinational scope and high impact rate. The
endowment of this award is 300 Euros.

Best REN Article: This award is open to original research artigablished in theRevista
de Estudios Norteamericanoior this particular type of award, all the agglappearing in REN
since the last SAAS conference (a biennial peneitl)be considered, unless otherwise stated by
the authors; therefore, authors do not need to sepi@s to the committee. The endowment of this
award is 200 Euros.

They address
seemingly irrelevant aspects of identity, oftemdssed as unscientific and selfish, but which are
nevertheless the very traits that make us and xpereence unique: “it is the one thing that fills

up the measure of our concrete actuality, and aoyldvbe existent that should lack such a
feeling, or its analogue, would be a piece of tgalnly half made up.”

“A Moth the hue of this” (Fr944), a poem implying imoth flies straight into a candle’s flame.
The poem attests to Dickinson’s sense, as one robibgraphers, Habegger, puts it, “that the
world is a symbolic theatre that directs our mindward the infinite but that we generally
misinterpret” My Wars Are Laid Away in Books81). The world, and in mid-nineteenth-century
Amherst, most often nature, is thus a theatrewttizh Dickinson’s speakers project themselves,
finding their experience allegorically encoded ekt times mistaken, the allegorical findings
are at others ecstatic, and take the place of prgéctions, such as those of evangelism. Poetry
is a place for this finding, a singular, musicaldemf knowing, as Dickinson says in letter 265,
where “a sudden light on Orchards, or a new fasimahe wind troubled my attention — | felt a
palsy, here — the Verses just relieve —". This ppangposes the study of Dickinson and her peers
in light of such projections, or through other cepiual frameworks that interpret (human)
nature. Bypeerswe understand both those writers who were Dickiissgontemporaries, and
those writers who, up to the present, align themeselith her senses of poetry and of life. The
latter include writers in Spanish who evidencerdgweption of Dickinson’s poetry in Spain, and
thus papers on writers in English or in Spanislitter in either language, are welcome.

behavior and performativity. Roderick Nash once gested that the distinctive trait of
Americanness came in the form of “the wilderne#s.& fairly similar way, nonhuman others’
condition as animate cryptograms equally absorb prgject images of what genderdized
American identities imply. This panel invites prepés that address the connections between
animal performativity and genderdized constructs tife American individual or
collectivity/collectivities. In other words, how doational performative and/or theatrical
practices that involve live or symbolic animals wote American gender constructs? How is the
interspecies barrier challenged through such peidoces? How does the exploration of such a
barrier redefine human nature and Americannestfzlgery idea of a “performing” animal even
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possible and what does it say about the extent hchw(American) gender identities are
inevitably bound to the dynamics of spectatorsimig the gaze?

The impaganof remembering the past is
unquestionable, but the process of rememberingitaidy brings in itself its opposite:
forgetting. Andreas Huyssen perceptively pointstbatproblem: “For the more we are asked to
remember in the wake of the information explosiod ¢he marketing of history, the more we
seem to be in danger of forgetting, and the strotigeneed to forget. At issue is the distinction
between usable pasts and disposable data” (“Presets$: Media, Politics, Amnesia”). As such,
cultural amnesia perpetuates the presence of hegemarratives. However, there are several
types of amnesia: some ways to silence memoriesx@ernal and others are internal. For
instance, political or socio-economical erasurearohival information, which destroy the access
to the past are external. But other ways of fonggtas in the case of degenerative mental
illnesses, like Alzheimer’s, or (short time or lotigie) memory losses due to a traumatic event
are internal. This panel aims to focus on the matiiramnesia in a personal and collective way.
To that extent, this panel is open to papers thtlyae memory losses from different
perspectives: political, historical, cultural, peganalytical, from the perspective of cultural
gerontology, medical humanities, etc. The aim & ganel is to explore the different ways
amnesia works in the contemporary world, and hot@s, texts and cultural products enact the
tension between remembering and forgetting.

Or does it redefine the relation
between space and place in unsuspected ways,ondagith American anticipations of this very
process in its history of imperial expansion anowntechno-capitalist globalization? Does it
still make sense to think of American selfhood(s) accupying a privileged, 'exceptional’
position in this revaluation of the human? Whaatgs', American and otherwise, are now the
privileged sites for imagining (American) humanura? What spaces impede this recognition?

The “eco-man”
presents a subversive, more nuanced model of mdnkibizch can embrace non-masculine traits
and is also deeply conservationist (Brandt 2016 Works of Annie Proulx and Gretel Ehrlich,
just to mention a couple of examples, depict tlignter-discourse to the traditional rhetoric of
masculine self-affirmation through the exploitatmmature. Indeed, their heroes no longer exalt
and pursue hypermasculinity but rather try to fantbalance between masculine and feminine
gualities while embracing caring and nurturingtattes towards the environment.

Racists, xenophobes,
anti-Catholics and anti-Semites have tried to pxesthe Protestant and Anglo-Saxon proportion
of the population. The long suffering and restléght of discriminated groups throughout
generations have been reflected in a large varmétyritings from biographies, archives,
speeches, correspondence, essays, etc. From stagestemporary politicians, American oral
and written culture has provided relevant testirasnthat portray expectations in a harsh
historical context. We welcome papers which basar thnalysis on the struggle for the
recognition of the human status of marginalizeizeits. We especially look for proposals which
focus on the visibility of these communities and treir artistic, cultural and historical
representations.

In his masterpiece
Walden or, Life in the Wood$1.D. Thoreau recommends the American people tteratand
their human nature through a radical individualisased on self-exploration, self-discovery and
self-emancipation. Moreover, he encourages an iasti&#@ of “simplicity, independence,
magnanimity and trust,” and individualism againshe® mass of men.” Likewise, in his
influential philosophical autobiography “he undenes the culture of work and success and uses
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a double-voiced discourse that shatters the heggwifom singular culture” (Schueller, 1992:11).
Finally, his visionary depiction of the homo ecatags foreshadows, in a prophetic way, the
environmentalist currents of the late twentieth twmentieth-first centuries.

Concepts such as those of private ptg@erd intensive use of natural resources were
very much unknown among the Natives and they capsefdund changes in their way of life
that were to have some catastrophic consequencesdaioy tribes. However, it should also be
admitted that American Indians were not always eoration-oriented and earth-wise as they
also contributed to the deforestation of certamaarof the continent and greedily competed for
some of the natural resources. This fact only camehow that they were human, after all, like
the rest of us.

The powerful forces that
orchestrate chaos in this new world “order” underdtthe nature of fear, and use it to keep the

In light of these ideas, this panel explotesways in which theght to life is questioned in
American cultural products. Thinkers like AgambBauman, Butler and Feher, have advanced
challenging ideas of the human treated less humaimelmodern-times.

appeal outside a few notable exceptions. In 190theafulcrum of the AIDS epidemic, members
of the emergent activist group Queer Nation cowlidl potential LGBT audiences with a searing
polemic titled “QUEERS READ THIS.” One wonders whhis injunction would refer to now
more than two decades later. Would Gloria Anzuldtanhd Cherrie Moraga’s foundational
Women of Color text, This Bridge Called My Back 819, have been published and read in
today’'s market? What exactly should queers read?ndaw are we reading and writing queer
texts? This special issue of GLQ seeks to animatiakgue about the place, function, and
intellectual and political possibilities of LGBTtdrature now. The “now” we invoke is an
injunction or imperative to think about how the tbry of queer literary production must
necessarily be rewritten, reconsidered, and retutoein light of the dramatic historical and
scholarly transformations that have shaped quiesiiice the late 1980s.

In 1996, Eve Sedgwick famously edited a groundbrgpkssue of the journal Studies in the
Novel titled “Queerer than Fiction,” that laid th@undation for a generation of queer literary
interpretation.

Since then, queer lifeways,ties| and culture have been dramatically
shaken by innumerable historical transformationat tbverdetermine any attempt to map
LGBTQ literature by the traditional coordinatesgafy shame, the closet, and narratives of gay
liberation, and AIDS. LGBTQ literary production atstory has been undoubtedly shaped,
revised, and potentially undone by the AIDS epiderbut also by 9/11, the advent of the digital
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era, mass incarceration, a more intimate relatiath wtate power through the push for hate
crimes legislation, the protracted struggle ovey gaarriage, gays in the military, and the

ascendancy of transgender identity and rights aeqgpolitics. We name these historical markers
in order to indicate the new conditions under whacieer literary production today takes place.
How have these emergent historical events and dosb@ped our reading practices, the texts
being produced, and the market conditions undechvhontemporary queer literature is read,
written, and taught?

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En A History of the World in 10 ¥ Chapterso de los relatos de Julian Barnesprestigioso
novelista britanico, nos sorprende con la siguiedgelaracion: “History isn't what happened.
History is just what historians tell us” (Londonic&or, 1989, p. 242). Ciertamente que la historia
la conforman factores varios y que los historiagdoierpretan sucesos, cotejan informes y
contrastan documentos antes de llegar a conclissounee luego ofrecen al lector. La historia que se
nos cuenta sobre un suceso de gran repercusioh resutado final de una concatenacién de
hechos, un tapiz cuidadosamente elaborado poraiisEnque muchas veces responde a intereses
personales o ideologias imperantes.

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Burning Down the House

On November 8th, a puerile con-man named Donalenprturned widespread economic
desperation and the civic ignorance quite purpdisedngendered by the US media system over the
last three decades into a four-year lease on thigeWWouse. Were the US the pragmatic, “can-do”
nation adduced in the homilies its representatiggslarly issue to the rest of the world, this tafn
events would be perceived, and treated as, aratrontto engage in serious reflection. This would
especially be the case within the leadership ctdsthe Democratic Party. But, of course that
thoughtful and rational country, so near and dedh¢ hearts of leftish Europeans raised on movies
like All the President’'s Men, has not existed fome time now. Nor has the Democratic Party of
FDR and LBJ which, for all of the latter’s persofialvs, actually cared about improving the lives
of society’s most vulnerable and downtrodden memderits stead we have a Democratic Party of
calculating operators who long ago sold their gouhe combined forces of Wall Street, the arms
industry and the Israel lobby and then endeavavezbver this subterfuge over with the oily mask
of identity politics.

This gambit has worked for them far longer thashibuld have. Indeed, many of the party’s
voters are still quite far from admitting the satiereality of their leaders’ rank corruption,
preferring—not without enormous media support—tocoxt self-serving explanations for their
erstwhile inability to actually improve the heaéthd welfare of the vast majority of the population,
or bring an end to the country’s endless wars gdenal aggression. I'm talking about fictional
narratives like the one about the progressive aateloving African-American president whose
earnest efforts were blocked at every turn by epstrous Republican bullies. That empirical reality
does not even remotely support the idea that Ohaushed bold and paradigm-changing policy
initiatives, does not seem to matter to these dedteribed “liberals”, nor to the reporters from

Europe’s “quality dallies” who so assiduously etheir laments.
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But surely the events of early November have caukedeadership of the party and its
many media apologists to finally take a good, ltyak in the mirror. Right? In fact, not only have
they not done so, but they have doubled down oin thetic of serving the powerful on one hand,
and creating self-serving narratives to cover thpgrfidy on the other. Mere days after their
stunning defeat at the polls, they named the wabwkn Wall Street shakedown artist and self-
proclaimed “Guardian of Israel”, Chuck Schumer lsirt new leader in the Senate. But more
importantly, they began an enormous effort, abeligdunsubstantiated and frankly slanderous
reporting by the Washington Post, to blame theib&massing defeat on that most enduring and
versatile of sinister placeholders: the Russianeguwent. Might Putin’s government have
attempted to, in some way, sway the election awamy fthe woman whose State Department—as
Victoria Nuland’s famous intercepted phone call Geoffrey Pyatt makes crystal clear—
masterminded the pro-Western coup in Ukraine, améitd a man who was on record as wanting to

pursue respectful relations with Russia? It's eelygossible.

But the larger question is this. Since when haweguoments, especially relatively powerful
ones with some means at their disposal, NOT toeiaftuence foreign elections in ways that they
hope will further their long-term interests?

We need only go back a few months to see the speatd Obama lecturing Britons on the
need to vote “No” on Brexit, or a few months beftihat, to see Netanyahu brazenly telling the
500+ attendees at a joint session of the US Cosdeesonvocation once reserved for true heroes
and friends of the nation, but made possible is tlaise by the legalized bribery of the Israel IQbby
how they needed to proceed in the formulation ofpdicy toward Iran. And are we to believe that
the NSA recorded every call and text on Angela Mégskcell phone (and those of humerous other

world leaders) in order to better understand thegferences in take-out food? | suspect not.

And these are examples of the relatively non-viblerethods employed by the US in
foreign electoral matters. When these fail, theywenon to less subtle means, like pumping millions
of dollars into Christian Democrat coffers in Italyer the four decades following World War Il, or
simply ignoring the results of the 2006 Palestiretections, or banding together with the French to
do something quite similar in Algeria in 1992, tarwestinely supporting Al-Sisi’s murderous coup
of the legally elected Egyptian government in 20A8d when these “moderate” tactics for
overseas political control fail, there’s alwaysomtion, at least for the US, of smashing a coutdry
bits to install a “friendly” government, as occudn@ Iraq and Libya.
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But perhaps even more disturbing than the breatigdkypocrisy of the Democrat’s current
campaign of whining, is their willingness to furthendermine confidence in the country’s already
battered political institutions in order to purghe narrowly partisan, and frankly quite vain, gofl
exonerating themselves for any responsibility fastl month’s ignominious, and highly

consequential, defeat.

Yes, the “liberal” establishment is clearly losig grip on power. And, sadly, they seem to
have no compunctions about setting the country’stnegsential democratic institutions—a free
press and the promise of cleanly-run elections—h@nas part of their desperate campaign to save

face and slow, if only for an historical minutegithextremely well-deserved loss of social power.
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
